· Accelerated Reader Program – Karen Bilbrey and Jill DeJesus will chair 
· Picture Lady Program - Vaishali Mahimkar will chair event and needs volunteers
VII. Recycling Club (B.E.A.R.S. Browning Earth Active Recycling Stars) –  Mr Kehres/Mrs Tocco will have first meeting Oct 2 and open membership to 4th-6th graders.  Will start recycling during lunch hour.  Capri Sun recycle fundraiser will be chaired by Suzie Sisco and will be collected weekly. 
VIII. Requests for Funding Assistance

· Mural – Ms Pacioni suggested having 4 murals painted with different bear themes.  Total cost $2,780 ($585, $685, $1,370 and $140).  Motioned by Mary M and Dawn N to pay for $585 mural near front door and unanimously approved.  Tabled for further discussion on other three murals at Nov 10 meeting.  Ms Pacioni plans to have babysitting night and poinsettia sale in December as fundraisers for mural fund. 
· Book Replenishment – Mr Furtah requested $2,000-$3,000 to update books in library.  Last book update several years ago and average age of books in library is 1984.  Tabled for further discussion at Nov 10 meeting.  
IX. Principal’s Report – Mrs Hassell reported awesome start of school year – 1st day assembly and bear mascot were great and the kids loved it.  Student behavior has been fantastic.  With remaining funds from last bond initiative, 4th grade received new desks, new chairs,  and 3 ELMO projectors.  Staff preparing for MEAPs.  Caught You At Your Best is a new program with 5 winners drawn every Friday.  Mrs Hassell requests 24 hours for her approval on fliers and/or letters.  
X. Open discussion – Chris W. requested $457 to purchase various balls, jump ropes and goalie nets for lunch/recess time. As $300 was approved in budget, it was motioned by Mary M and Cheryl T to purchase all items except goalie nets - unanimously approved.  Tabled for further discussion at Nov 10 meeting re: goalie net purchase.  One suggestion was to solicit AYSO to provide nets for practice and games if  Browning permitted use of facility.  Suggested to put note in November newsletter asking for a chairperson to handle Graham Crackers with Grandparents morning.  Mrs Gauthier suggested $500 scholarship (1 for girl and 1 for boy) in Browning’s name for a high school senior.  Proposed qualifications would be based on students writing an essay rather than academics and student would have to be a Browning student for 4 of the 7 elementary school years.  Mrs Gauthier will be on committee and looking for volunteers.  She will get more information and discuss it at Nov 10 meeting.
